7. Use reusable items – Bring your own bottle or bag instead of plastic

The rules
· Businesses must dispose of waste safely under the Environmental Protection Act 1990
· Controlled waste includes paper, packaging, food waste, cleaning materials, and damaged goods
· It’s illegal to use household bins, street litter bins, or burn waste without a permit
· Commercial bins must not be on the highway
· Waste must be collected by a registered carrier or taken to an authorised site with proper paperwork
· Bin sharing is only allowed if both businesses are listed on the same waste contract
· Businesses must keep Waste Transfer Notes or receipts for all waste disposal
· Waste records must be kept for at least 2 years
· Illegal disposal (fly-tipping, using unregistered collectors) risks fines or prosecution
· Store waste securely to prevent spills, theft, or tampering
· Clinical waste needs special disposal—contact authorities for guidance
· Report businesses dumping waste illegally
· Penalties include fines up to £50,000 and/or up to 5 years in prison!
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
